Rincancial Update

For your information, the three year MWPC Building Fund campaign will come to a
close in six months at the end of 2014. As of the end of June 2014, our construction loan
balance is $1,610,000. If all outstanding pledges of $353,000 are fulfilled along with
continuing loan payments from our operating budget, we will realize a construction loan
balance of approximately $1,250,000. That amount will be converted to a Permanent
Mortgage Loan in the first quarter of 2015.

At this goal level, the intent is to pay off the loarthin the 15 year terms of the loan
commitment in order to avoid a balloon obligation following year 15. The current budget
level of loan paymentwill accomplish this objective, provided the loan amount is at this
